Pictured Left: Since 1968, Elizabeth Ann Seton’s
sacred remains have been reposed in a small copper
casket behind the marble slab bearing her name. The
statue is sculpted of Italian marble and depicts the
habit worn by the Sisters of Charity of St. Joseph’s.
